Following requests by the residents of Chester Road the 
overgrown trees & shrubs on the embankment have now been 
pruned by a local contractor engaged by the parish council. 
 

Embankment 

Local Government Re-organisation will come into effect on 1st May 2008 with a shadow 
council and full implementation happening in May 2009 - subject to parliamentary approval.  
This will split your County Council into: West Cheshire and the City of Chester, and East 
Cheshire.  Your City Council will also be abolished at that time.  Your parish Council will 
remain unaffected by these changes and will continue to represent your local interests.

A NEW ADDITIONAL service is to be provided along Sandy Lane by Helms Bus Company 
starting on 3rd March and will run between 8.15am and 5.15pm - we will advise you of the 
exact route and times when we have had them confirmed. 

After saving our bus route in Huntington – and negotiating a 
new route along Caldy Valley Road and Chester Road the 
First Bus Company have had some teething problems with 
the reliability of their service.  The latest feedback that we 
have is that it has largely been resolved with priority now 
being given to our bus service over other more frequent 
services around Chester.
