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Huntington Parish Chairman Mark Williams (inset right) said: “Who said pester 
power doesn’t work – it’s been a long haul and has been fully supported by all 
local parties and groups but we eventually got there with the Highways Authority 
starting work on 7th September.”  
 
Reports have indicated that the new surface is the one of the best that can be laid 
for noise reduction and will reduce audible noise by at least half or 3dB(A). 
 

Cllr Williams pictured with Vice Chairman Cllr Dodd (inset left) added: “I have 
been advised that only one carriageway will be completely closed, when required 
during the resurfacing of the carriageway. However, through traffic will still be able 
to negotiate the works.” 
 

Unfortunately, there will be some unwelcome noise as the road works must be 
done between 10pm and 5am on weekdays and 7am on weekends. This is 
because the road is heavily used during the day and highways rules dictate that 
the work must be done at night. The contractor A-one+ have advised that they will 
do everything they can to reduce noise during the works.

Summary below: 
 

The owners of Saighton Camp, Commercial Estates Group, continue to lease different parts of the 
site whilst a long term use for the site is found.  An application to develop the site, which includes 
375 houses, employment space and a new primary school, has been submitted for determination.  
This has generated huge public interest and many letters of objection, one of the main issues is 
the potential impact of the development on the local road network that will be caused by the extra 
traffic volumes.  The Highways Agency has issued a direction preventing a decision being made 
until a study of the potential impact of the traffic on the trunk road network has been assessed. 
 

 A project to plant trees in the verges along Chester Road has been completed, with help from 
Cheshire County Council Highways.  Twenty eight small trees, of a variety of species, have been 
planted on either side of the road.   
  
 This year has seen further use of the Jubilee Playing field by local football teams and a byelaw 
banning the exercising of dogs on the field has been introduced by Chester City Council.  The play 
area adjacent to the playing fields have been improved, notably the areas underneath the play 
equipment has been resurfaced. 
 

 Four dog waste bins have been provided for dog walkers.  Three are on Chester Road and one at 
the junction of Chester Road and Gorse Way. 
 

 The Parish Council has continued its financial support to local organisations this year and grants 
have been made to the Village Hall, Huntington Seniors and Huntington Primary School to 
celebrate their 50th anniversary. 
 

Thanks to all Parish Councillors for their hard work and support over the last year and to Virginia 
Hammond for all her hard work whilst clerk to the council over the last few years.
