MBNA Chester Marathon  
Sunday 9 th October 2011  

 

I am writing to Huntington Parish Council to let you know about this year’s MBNA Chester Marathon, 
which will pass through your area. We will be communicating with local residents and businesses at 
a later stage, but we wanted to let you know first about the race. 

The MBNA Chester Marathon is the only marathon in Cheshire. This race will be a major showcase 
event for the area providing a significant boost to the local economy, while also raising substantial 
funds for local and national charities. 

For 2011 entries will be limited to 6,500 runners. Our course incorporates iconic local landmarks 
along the route, as it passes through both England and Wales, returning via the banks of the River 
Dee for a spectacular finish at the racecourse; as shown on the map attached. The route has been 
planned to minimise the impact on host communities, while showcasing the best that our region has 
to offer. There is more information about the race on www.chestermarathon.co.uk.  

The planning and operation of this event will comply with the Health & Safety Executive Event 
Safety Guide and the Home Office Guidance for the Safety of Small and Sporting Events. To ensure 
the safety of runners, spectators and members of the public, the race will take place on closed 
roads. We aim to create as small a footprint as possible to minimize disruption to residents and 
businesses, and to work with local communities to help them to benefit from the event. 

In the Huntington Parish Council area, the race will pass along the following roads: 

 

·  Chester Road B5130 between Church lane and Dee Banks, Chester. Traffic will be permitted 
to travel southbound from Chapel Lane to Chester Road B5130 

The road closure order will be in force from 10:00 to 14:30.  

 

·  Chester Road, Dee Banks and Sandy Lane between Gorse Way and Christleton Road. Local 
traffic will be permitted to travel southbound to exit at Gorse Way, Caldy Valley Road and 
Dee Banks. 

The road closure order will be in force from 10:30 to 16:00.  

 

During the road closure diversions will be in place. Roads will only be closed for the minimum period 
necessary to ensure safety. 
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We would like the opportunity to meet with you to present our marathon and explain the impact and 
traffic management in more detail and answer any questions you may have.  We would also like to 
involve local communities in the marathon and discuss with you how we can achieve this. You can 
contact me about this, or with any questions, on andyw@chestermarathon.co.uk, by phone on 
07528 481694, or by mail to 22 St Georges Crescent, Chester, CH4 7AR.
